v Completed 6-week board and train obedience program at B.A.R.K Institute NJ in 
2026 

v Crate trained — enters calmly and waits for release 

v Strong door manners — sits and waits before exiting 

v Obedience commands: sit, down, place, stay, come (recall) 

v Understands release cues (“ok” / “free”) 

v Loose leash walking — stays at handler’s side 

v Place command — settles calmly on a bed or designated area 

v Recall trained — comes when called and sits

Loki is highly intelligent, extremely responsive, and eager to learn. 

Known Commands: 

• Sit 

• Down 

• Place

• In addition, understands many English words and phrases 

Commands can be given at any time and he will disengage from whatever he is doing to 
comply. 

Recall: 
Excellent. Loki will immediately return when his name is called or when he hears a 
whistle—regardless of distance or distraction. 

Leash Skills: 

• Walks calmly at handler’s hip 

• No lunging or barking at other dogs 

• Focused and composed on walks 

Handling & Resource Guarding: 

• No food or toy guarding 

• Comfortable having food or toys removed 

• Highly obedient and respectful with trusted handlers

⚠ Important Behavioral Notes (Transparency) 

Loki requires an adjustment period with new people. He does not like to be touched 
immediately before trust is established. 

• At age 2 there was a nip incident involving a friend (stranger to him) who entered the 
home unannounced and let themselves in through the gate. Upon walking in they 
immediately put hands on him to which Loki nipped toward their hand to back them 
up. The nip did not break skin. 

• At age 2, Loki lunged toward a swingset when a family friend was playing and 
excitedly screamed. He believed they were in danger; he made contact with the leg 
during the motion resulting in 4 stitches.  

• He can get excited with sudden movements and motions: Vacuum, leaf blower, and 
squirrels but responds when commanded to stop 

• He has never bitten a family member in the household  



• With bonded individuals, Loki is completely comfortable being handled, including 
hands in his mouth, touching paws, face, and body without any aggression 

These incidents were situational and startle-based rather than signs of generalized 
aggression. Loki requires a confident, experienced handler who understands protective 
dogs and is committed to ongoing training, structure, and management. He does best 
when his space is respected initially and when introductions are handled thoughtfully. He 
is not suitable for a home unwilling to acknowledge or manage this risk.
